Mt. Mallory 4220 m, 13850′

East Slopes - Class 2. From Meysan Lake climb an obvious chute S of the E ridge of Mt. Mallory – it leads to the (LeConte) plateau SE of the peak.

Variation- more difficult Class 2. Climb the saddle between Mt. LeConte and peak 3925m(12880′+) from Tuttle Crk. to the plateau.

W. Slope - Class 2. From the basin S of Arc Pass climb a chute that leads to the (LeConte?) plateau SE of the Pk. A landmark for this chute is a prominent pk. on the W edge of the plateau - the chute ends to the N of this “prominent” pk.

From Arc Pass – Class 2. Climb a broad (deep?) chute to the ridge between Mallory and Irvine. Head SE from the ridge and traverse around the upper part of Mallory’s E ridge to the plateau SE of the summit.

Traverse from Irvine – Class 2. Traverse around the upper reaches of the E ridge of Mallory then hike up the plateau.

Variation - Irvine Mallory ridge, Class 3. Descend the E slope of Irvine before climbing a saddle between the 2 peaks. The ascent of the ridge leading to Mallory involves squeezing through a tight chimney& a passage through a keyhole, then ascending good class 3 rock up the NW ridge of Mallory.

Mt. Irvine 4200 m+, 13770′.

From Arc Pass – Class 1. Climb the broad (deep?) chute leading to the ridge twixt Irvine and Mallory – cross it and descend slightly on its E side. Summit via easy SE slope.

W Face -  Class 2-3. Ascend the 4th chute S of Consultation Lake. As a descent route, this is impossible to find from Irvine’s summit.

E Couloir – Class 4. S of the E buttress.

E Chute – Class 2. Climb the chute N of the E ridge of Mallory from Meysan Lake.

Traverse from Mallory – Class 2. Descend E ridge of Mallory until it is possible to descend to the N into the bowl E of Irvine before climbing the SE slope of Irvine.

Lone Pine Peak 3945 m 12944′

Meysan Creek – Class 2. Chute filled with sand, scree, and talus on NW slope of peak. L side of moraine and chute is preferred route of ascent. After reaching the plateau, don’t climb the ridge immediately - go ENE across plateau about ½ mile before ascending NNE across boulders to the summit. SE slopes descent - Class 2. E along plateau to large rock knob. Skirt knob on left (N) side & descend toward the sharp E ridge to a gully. Descend the gully between the E Ridge on the L and a steep area on the R (looking down). Below the level of the steep area, do a sharp turn to the R and continue down the gully until an obvious hill with a saddle to its left becomes visible. Cross this saddle and descend steep gullies and slopes to Tuttle Crk. The saddle is 8080 ft. +, UTM 933462, just west of  “point 2480m+”.
